Course Goal:
This course is designed for students interested in sports, entertainment, and event marketing. Emphasis is placed on the following principles as they apply to the industry: branding, licensing, and naming rights; business foundations; concessions and on-site merchandising; economic foundations; promotion; safety and security; and human relations. Skills in communications, human relations, psychology, and mathematics are reinforced in this course. Work-based learning strategies appropriate for this course include cooperative education, paid/unpaid internships, or school-based enterprises. Marketing simulations, projects, teamwork, DECA leadership activities, meetings, conferences, and competitions provide many opportunities for application of instructional competencies.
1. Competencies:
1. Explain the components of the sports and entertainment marketing course.
2. Explain business foundations relevant to the sports and entertainment industry.

3. Explain economic foundations relevant to the sports and entertainment marketing industry.
4. Develop customer service skills needed in the sports and entertainment industry.

5. Explain the function of promotion in sports and entertainment marketing.

6. Identify the components of branding and licensing within the sports and entertainment industry.

7. Discuss food & beverage services and on-site merchandising at a sports and entertainment marketing event.
8. Discuss risk management from a sports and entertainment marketing perspective.  

9. Explore career-sustaining opportunities in sports and entertainment marketing.
